The Pensacola State College will have advisory committees for all workforce programs and may have
advisory committees for other College programs. The purpose will be to assist or advise the College
administrators and faculty regarding teaching qualifications and continuing education; admission
standards, student recruitment, and graduate placement; curriculum to meet employers' needs;
feasibility studies for new programs; facilities and equipment; and support for needed legislation.

The President or the Vice President, Academic and Student Affairs, shall appoint the members of each
committee. A College staff member shall be the committee secretary, and all permanent records shall
be kept at the College.
