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The Board of Trustees is the authority for the control of the Pensacola State College’s athletic program.

l. The President will have direct responsibility for administration of the athletic program.

A. The President may designate an administrator to provide daily oversight of the athletic
program.
B. The President will appoint a committee of students, faculty, and staff to assist in

monitoring the policies, procedures, goals, and objectives of the athletic program.

Il. The College’s athletic program will comply with the policies and procedures of the National Junior
College Athletic Association (NJCAA) and the Florida Community Colleges Activities Association
(FCCAA). The College may impose more stringent rules than current NJCAA and FCCAA rules.
(See FCCAA rules booklet for further information.)

Il All funds generated by and accruing to the athletic program are accounted for by either the
College or the Pensacola State College Foundation.

A. College policies and procedures in regard to budget planning, purchasing, travel, and
other financial transactions are followed for funds accounted for by the College.

B. Foundation policies and procedures are followed in depositing and expending funds.
V. The academic policies and procedures for all students will pertain to student athletics.
A. Athletes must comply with College placement and academic standing requirements. In

addition, athletes must meet the requirements of NJCAA and the FCCAA for eligibility.

B. The Registrar will have the responsibility to submit and verify all academic information for
the official eligibility status of all employees.
