1. This class will be conducted under the regulations defined in the Pensacola State

Writing assignments: Writing assignments must be turned in by the due date whether 

 you are in class on that day or not. If you are unable to attend class on the day a paper is 

due, you may submit your paper electronically as a Word document in Canvas before 

the class meeting time. 

7. Special Requirements: Writing that includes at least five multi-paragraph writing 

assignments, at least one of which may be written in class. At least one paper integrates 

meaningful outside sources and correct citation into its content. Other writing, which 

may include single-paragraph themes, journal assignments, and summaries of readings. 

Quizzes and tests to be given at the instructor's discretion. A final exam on grammar and 

rhetorical principles or an equivalent measure of ability.

Some of you might be 

familiar with this program. Turnitin is used as a plagiarism checker and grading platform.   

 

If you submit drafts of your papers BEFORE they are due, you will have the opportunity to 

revise areas of your paper where you might be unintentionally plagiarizing sources and/or 

not citing them correctly.
