8. Recognize how the mind develops, how consciousness and unconsciousness impacts behavior, how 

people learn, how information is stored and organized, and how the brain processes memories. 
9. Analyze components of social psychology including attitudes, conformity, and relationships. 
10. Examine the impact of stress on health, how personality traits influence the effects of stress, and how 

to effectively cope with stress. 
11. Discuss various psychological disorders and their treatment.
